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2.0  Windows Server Installation

     This patch can only be installed on InfoWorkSpace 3.0x servers 

     with no active users logged on and installed with the following

     configurations:

          - IIS and Active Directory

          - SunONE Web Server and SunONE Directory Server

     When applying this patch to a Windows server, you must log onto the

     system as a user with Administrative privileges (e.g., as a user which 

     is a member of the local Administrators group).

     If you are enhancing a Windows server, perform the following steps:

     1.  Copy the IWS301APatch.exe file to the server to be patched.

     2.  Double click IWS301APatch.exe to start the installer. It may take 

         some time before continuing.  Please be patient.

     3.  When the "Welcome to the InstallShield Wizard for InfoWorkSpace"

         window appears, click [Next]. 

     4.  The InfoWorkSpace Software License Agreement displays.  Read the 

         terms of the agreement. Select "I accept the terms of the license 

         agreement" and click [Next].

     5.  An Oracle Password window displays. Enter the Privileged User 

         Password. This password was created during the installation of 

         IWS 3.0 and is needed to connect to Oracle. Click [Next].

     6.  A Ready to Install Program Summary window displays. Click [Install]

         to start the installation.

     7.  After the InstallShield Wizard Complete dialog window displays, 

         click [Finish].
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3.0  Client Installation

     When an InfoWorkSpace v3.0 client connects to an InfoWorkSpace v3.0.1A 

     server, they will receive an information window stating that an update

     is required to connect to this server. Exit any other LaunchPad and

     InfoWorkSpace sessions.  Click [Yes] and the client will automatically

     upgrade and connect to the InfoWorkSpace server.

     The client will now be able to connect to v3.0.1A servers as well as v3.0

     servers.
